TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Contract for Exhibitor Space and Cancellation Penalties: This contract is binding upon signature. Full payment must be made no later than January 15, 2010.
If full payment is not received by January 15, 2010 then Hawaii Thoracic Society (herein referred to as “HST”) reserves the right to cancel space reservation. In
this instance, exhibitor shall remain liable for payment of the full amount of the contract as a cancellation penalty and HST will be entitled to retain any deposit
monies paid or due.
